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Southern Sweden 

 
From Copenhagen to Stockholm 

 

Summer 2011 
 
 

We offer a selected experience of Swedish nature and 
sights worth seeing. From Skåne down South to Dalarna 
up North, the trip takes us from sunny, smiling farmland 

to bewitching woodland. We pay visits to castles and 
huts, take part in 100 years old traditions and view 
modern glass art. We taste local cuisine like herring, 

Swedish ‘cheesecake’ and ‘smorgasbord’. 
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DAY  1 –   COPENHAGEN  – MALMO 
 
Arriving in the oldest monarchy on Earth 
Meet Copenhagen, Denmark, at Kastrup Airport. Sightseeing in Copenhagen leads us to the impressive 
bridge taking us over Öresund to Sweden and Malmö, where we stay overnight. (Ab. 36 miles) 
 

DAY  2 –    MALMO – SIMRISHAMN 
 
From West Coast to East Coast 
Through historic, traditional villages and charming fishing villages we travel through Skåne, known for its 
many castles and mansions. We visit Glimmingehus, the best preserved medieval Nordic fortress. Lunch 
is served in a typical Skåne inn. We stay the night in Simrishamn, a small town with pastel coloured 
houses and cobblestone alleys. Hotel Svea is right by the ocean. (Ab. 93 miles) 

 

DAY  3 –    SIMRISHAMN – KOSTA 
 
Småland ï many emigrants to USA came from this province 
We visit emigrant sites and glass blowing district. From famine and poverty, many people from Småland 
crossed the Atlantic to find happiness “over there”. We visit an old Småland cottage to see how people 
lived in the 19th Century. Glass blowing in Småland is world famous. We visit the oldest glassworks in 
Kosta for an unforgettable evening, enjoying the very special herring that is a tradition of generations. 
We will see glassblowers in action and we can buy their glass artwork in the gift shop. We stay the night 
in brand new Kosta Art Hotel. The hotel itself really is a sight worth seeing! (Ab. 211 miles) 
 

DAY  4 –    KOSTA  – OREBRO 
 
Boat trip on Göta Canal 
Travelling north through Småland towards the province of Östergötland, visiting medieval city of 
Vadstena with its castle and monastery. The boat trip on Göta Canal takes us through living farm land 
and lunch is served on board. Passing the 5 locks takes us to a level over 49 feet up. This is an exciting 
part of our trip, and the skipper tells us about the sights along the canal. We stay overnight in Örebro; 
this takes us to the province of Närke. (Ab. 279 miles) 

 

DAY  5 –    OREBRO – RATTVIK 
 
To the heart of Dalarna (Dalecarlia) 
Dalarna is considered the most Swedish part of Sweden. The province really is the very Swedish 
celebration of Midsummer, the church boats on Lake Siljan and world famous ski run Vasaloppet. We 
pay a visit to the home of artist Anders Zorn in Mora. We watch the making of Dalecarlia horses and take 
a walk along Långbryggan, the 2 060 feet long steam boat dock in Rättvik. We spend the night in 
Rättvik. (Ab. 217 miles) 
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DAY  6 –    RATTVIK – STOCKHOLM 
 
Visiting the home of Carl Larsson 
At a genuine farmstead (fäbod) we learn about life once lived there and get to taste local products. We 
leave for the city of Falun, the place where a special paint, Falu red paint, it produced. So many houses 
in Sweden are painted with that special paint. In Sundborn we enter the home of the artist couple Carl 
and Karin Larsson. The paintings of Carl have made Lilla Hyttnäs one of the most famous artist homes 
in the world. The lighting, the special decorating style of Karin and their lively family life, as shown in the 
beloved watercolour paintings of Carl, has become almost synonymous with Sweden. Towards the 
evening we arrive in Stockholm, proud capitol of Sweden, where we spend the night. (Ab. 186 miles) 
 

DAY  7 –    STOCKHOLM – ARLANDA AIRPORT 
 
Stockholm - Venice of the North 
After breakfast it is time for a guided tour of Stockholm. Sightseeing in town will allow time for shopping 
in Old Town (Gamla Stan) before heading for Arlanda Airport to departure for the trip home. (Ab. 31
